Sound, Weak and Double Lettered Words 

 المُعتَل ّ و الصحیح  

The word in which none of its original letters are weak letters (ّعِلة), is 

called a sound word or Saheeh, otherwise it is a weak word or Mu’tall. 

The weak letters are only  ،یيو ،  (Waw, Yaa’ and Alif Maqsoorah); e.g. 

یّ،ب یع، قت، و   حی، ح  عا، و  یل، واو د  و   

Mu’tall of the first and third original letter is called ‘ المفروق اللفیف ’, e.g. 

حيو   ; Mu’tall of the second and third or the first and second original 

letter is called ‘ المِقرون اللفیف ’, e. g.   یل ، و  يَّ  .ح 

 زالمَهمو  

The word which one or more of its original letters is Hamzah is called 

Mahmooz:

The three letter word whose second and third original letter are of the 

same type is called Mudhaa’af; e.g.   جّ ح . The Mudhaa’af in the four letter 

word will have its letters repeated in the same sequence, e.g.  ،لة لز  ز 

ع عج   .ق هق ه ة، ج 

Concluding Notes: 

 A sound (صحیح) word which is not Mu’tall nor Mahmooz nor Mudhaa’af 

is called Saalim ( مالسالِ  ); e.g.   ب  ض ر  . 



 If the weak letter has no vowel i.e. it is ‘ نساكِ  ’, it is termed ‘ رفُ اللیّنح   ’, as 

in ‘ وْلق   ’. If the vowel preceding the weak letter is similar to the weak 

letter, it is called ‘ دّ ح   رفُ الم  ’, i.e. long vowel, as in ‘أ مِیْر’.
