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The indicator of the pronouns of the subjects in all the dual forms is V', ‘) in the
6" and 12t seeghah and ‘s’ in the 10™". In seeghah 1,4,7, 13 & 14, the indicators
are concealed.

1,4,7,13&14 is the Dhammah on the third original letter. In the duals, 3", 9" and
10™, the sign of Raf’ is Noon (2= ¥ &),
