The Weak Verb (Jizall Jxdll)
‘Jia¥ is the verb that has a weak letter (&)l Za Al) —which are ‘5, ‘<’ and ‘&'~ as
one of more of its original letters. ‘&’ is a form of Alif known as shortened Alif
(5,5aiall CalY)) that appears only at the end of words. The weak letters often
undergo a process of transformation ‘J>\e) —often to a long vowel- that is often
related to the vowel on the preceding letter.
The weak Kalimah is of four types:
‘Jis’: the first original letter is weak.
‘‘asaV: the second original letter is weak.
‘0=8l: the third original letter is weak.
