When the weak letter is ‘و’ preceded by Fathah and it is the fourth (or more) 

letter of the Kalimah, it changes to ‘ي’ and then it changes to Alif to complement 

the preceding vowel.

But in the second seeghah it turns back to ‘یُدعَیانُ  → ’ي 

In the third the verb follows the rule of two Saakins meeting each other. →

 یُدعَونَُ 

I’laal in the Passive Voice Command Verb 

In seeghahs where the weak letter is the last consonant of the verb, it will be 

elided to indicate the state of Jazm.  ُل یُدعَُ →  یُدعَی
