In the 4th seeghah, on the pattern of ‘َفَعَلت’, the weak letter changes to Alif and 

then it is elided.  ْرَمَتْ  →ْ رَمَاتْ  → رَمَیَت 

In the 6th, the third original letter must be saakin. َْرَضینَ/رَمَین 

The present tense is on the pattern ‘ /یَفعَلْ   The weak letter gets saakin and .’یَفعِلْ 

then elided. Then, if there is Kasrah before ‘  .it changes to Dhammah ,’وْ 

In the command verb, the weak letter at the end will be elided to indicate the 

Jazm. 

Two Important Rules: 

The verb will be terminated with Yaa’ if preceded by Kasrah and with Alif 

Maqsoorah, it preceded by Fathah. 

The Ali Maqsoorah is saakin, but if anything suffixes it, it must convert to Yaa’. 

This Yaa’ can accept Fathah if the preceding vowel is Kasrah.
