The Four Letter Verb (الفعل الرباعی) 

The few four letter verbs are either primary (مجرّد) or derivative (مزید) 

Section One 

 الفعل الرباعی المجرّد

There is only one Baab ofr the four letter primary verb; the pattern for the past 

tense is ََفَعلَل, for the present tense, َُِیُفَعلل and for the Masdar, فَعللََة/فِعلال. 



 



 

Section Two 

 الفعل الرباعی المزید فیه

The three Abwwab of the four letter derivative verb are: 

 ’باب التَفَعللُ‘

This Baab is reflexive in its meaning. The primary verb ‘ََدَحرَج’ means to roll 

something while the derivative verb ‘ََتَدَحرَج’ means to be rolled. 

 ’باب الإفعِنلال‘

The meaning of this Baab is also reflexive of the primary verb; ََحَرجَم (to gather)

 (to be gathered) تَحَرجَمََ → 

 ’باب الإفعِلّال‘

The meaning associated with this Baab is emphasis (تأکید) or exaggeration (مبالغة).
