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Section One 

The Active Participle (إسم الفاعل) 

It is derived from the present tense active voice verb and is on the pattern ‘فاعِل’, 

in the primary verbs. 

 ضارِب ←  ضَرَبَ، یَضرِب  

The active participle signifies the person or thing that performs the action or state 

associated with the verb, as ‘ِسائل’ (petitioner/begger) or ‘ِعالم’ (knowledgeable), 

therefore it is often referred to as ‘Agent Noun’. It is said to have a verbal quality.

In the derivative verb, the particle of the present tense is replaced by ‘م’: 

عَلِّم ← ی عَلِّم  م 

 م کرِم ← ی کرِم  

 م دَحرِج ← ی دَحرِج  

The active participle can be changed into six forms, three masculine and three 

feminine.
