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Divisions: 

Pronoun is of two types: 

 that can be used separately, can start the sentence, can come ,(apart) ’منفصل‘ .1

after ‘إلّا’ and the like. Also it sometimes can precede its effecter. This type is 

of two kinds: 

A) Nominative (مرفوعی) 

B) Accusative (منصوبی) 

 

 ,that cannot be used separately, cannot start the sentence ,(connected) ’متّصل‘ .2

cannot come after ‘إلّا’ and so on. It is like a part of its previous word and it 

cannot come before its effecter. It is of two types: 

 

A) ‘بارز’ which has an appearance in utterance and wording. It is of three 

types: 

A. ‘مرفوعی’ (nominative) and that is in the past tense, such as the 

pronouns in: اعَلمِتُ،اعَلمِنا،  and the عَلمِا،اعَلمِوا،اعلمِنَ،اعَلمِتَ،اعَلمِتُما،اعَلمِتِ،اعَلمِتُم،اعَلمِتُنَّ

pronouns in some present and command verbs, such as یَعلمَانِ،ایَعلمَونَ،اتَعلمَانِ،ا

 .إعلمَا،اإعلمَوا،اإعلمَی،اإعلمَناَ and یَعلمَنَ،اتَعلمَونَ،اتَعلمَینَ،اتَعلمَناَ

 

B. ‘منصوبی’ (accusative), such as the ending pronouns in رَأیَتُهُ،ارأیتُهما،ارأیتُهم،ا

،ارأیَتُنی،ارأیتُنا ،ارأیتُکِ،ارأیتُکمُا،ارأیتُکُم،ارأیتُکُنَّ   رأیتُها،ارأیتُهنَّ

 

C. ‘مجروری’ (genitive), such as the pronouns in ...ابِکَ،ا،  بِهِ،ابِهِما،ابهِِم،ابِها،ابهِِنَّ



Note: the ‘منصوبی’ and the ‘مجروری’ have the same shape. Such as in: “نَاالَا رَبَّ

B) ‘مستتر’ that does not have a visible shape, rather it is hidden in a word. 

This type is only ‘مرفوعی’. 

It is of two kinds: 

a. ‘مستتر وجوبی’ that no apparent noun can represent it. This happens in places 

such as in the first person of the present tense- as in ‘ُأعلمَا’ i.e. ‘)أعلَمُا)أنا’ and in 

 .i.e ’تَعلمَاُ‘ and in masculine singular second person –as in -’نعلمُا)نحنُ(‘ .i.e ’نَعلمَاُ‘

 .i.e ’إعلمَ‘ and in command verb second person masculine – as in -’تَعلمَاُا)أنتَ(‘

 .’إعلمَا)أنتَ(‘

b. ‘مستتر جوازی’ that an apparent noun can represent it, such as the subject 

pronoun in the singular second person –as in ‘)َنَصَرَ،ایَنصُرُا)هُو’ and نَصرَتْ،اتَنصُراُا

اعالمٌا)هو(‘ and in the derivative nouns – as in -)هِیَ(  .’فاطمةٌاعالمةٌا)هی(‘ and ’علیٌّ
