e There are three divisions of predication:
1. By nature, by designation (s>3)! 9 (24)l) - The predicate is always
areal universal ‘S’ because a real particular ‘3=’ per se cannot
be predicated to others.

By nature (_a)!): The predicate is always a ‘ §’. When the
predicate is more universal than the subject, the predication is
called “ a2}l Jo=JI” for it suits the temper, such as “Oludl dozs”,

By designation ((s+2¢)!): When the subject is more universal, the

predication is called “a2 ¢! Jo=JI” because it needs designation,
such as “Oludl 9 s Olgudl”,
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
