Conditions of Definition:

5. Being expressed in clear words: The words used in the definition must be
clear and without ambiguity, so using strange, complicated, common, and
figurative words in the definition is inappropriate.

‘dewdl’means dividing and disintegrating a thing into different separated
parts. The divided is called ‘e«is" regarding which every division part is
called ‘e’ which regarding the other parts is called ‘exd’. For example,
when knowledge is divided into conception and assent, knowledge is the
‘ewin’, conception and assent are ‘ewd’to knowledge and ‘exud’ to each other.
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
