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Nau’ (species): the universal concept whose members are akin in their essence
(Hageeqah) and it’s the complete essence of all the members; e.g.

Jins (genus): the universal concept whose members differ in their reality and it is a part
of their reality; e.g.

Fasl (differentia): the universal concept whose members are akin in their reality and it is
a part of their reality; e.g. , Which is a part of the reality and human
beings are akin in their reality.

Al-‘Ard al-Khass (particular accident): the universal concept which is outside a reality
but peculiar to it; such as

Al-‘Ard al-‘Amm (common accident): the universal concept which is outside a reality
and not peculiar to it; such as
