Short Vowels Pronounced as Long Vowels (/shba’):

Sometimes the short vowel is lengthened and pronounced as a long vowel. This

occurs with the letter Haa’ situated at the end of the word (« > )

The short vowel of the letter Ha’ is pronounced as a long vowel when the

previous and following letter carry a short vowel.
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The short vowel of Haa’ is pronounced normally (without ishba’) when:

1. The previous or following letter of Haa’ has sukoon.

2. A letter with shaddah follows the Haa’.

3. Along vowel proceeds the Haa'.

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Divide the word into syllables and read.
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
