The Qiblah 

There is consensus that Ka’bah is the qiblah for one who is in the Masjid al-

Haram; the Masjid is the qiblah for one who is in the Haram (near and able to see 

it); and the Haram is the qiblah for one who is away and unable to see it, as per the 

most correct opinion. 17570- 19750 

 

 The people of every district can perform the prayer toward the rukn (corner) 

complying to their direction. The people of Iraq (and its direction) pray toward 

the Iraqi rukn, which contains the (black) stone. The people of Sham (and its 

direction) toward the Shami rukn, people of Maghrib toward the Gharbi (west) 

rukn, and of Yemen toward the Yemeni rukn.
