The Invalidators of Salah 

 

 

1. Acts which invalidate the salat, whether done intentionally or by 

 mistake which include any act that invalidates the taharah and necessitates 

 wudu’ (such as urine or excrement) or ghusl (such as janabah or hayd). 

 

2. Those acts which do not invalidate the salat unless they be done 

 willfully 

• Placing the right hand on the left one (takattuf) 

 

3. Those acts which do not invalidate the salat unless they be done 

 willfully: 

• Placing the right hand on the left one (takattuf) 

• Uttering two (irrelevant) letters or more 

• Looking back 

• Giggling 

• Doing many acts other than the acts of salat 

• Weeping for worldly woes 

• Eating and drinking (except in the watr prayer, if the person is 

 thirsty and he/she wants to fast)
