• Muḍari’ gets mabni when emphasis ‘noon’ is attached to it, unless there 

is something between the third root letter and the ‘noon’: 

 A. ‘ا’ in the duals 

 B. ‘و’ in the masculine plurals 

 C. ‘ی’ in the second person feminine 

• Akhfash believes that muḍari’ gets mabni when emphasis ‘noon’ is 

attached to it, whether there is something between the third root letter 

and the ‘noon’ or not. 

• Muḍari’ gets mabni on sukun, when the femininity ‘noon’ is attached; as
