 is a word that signifies two of the same (things) by adding some letters to ’مثن ّ ‘

its end which are removable. Therefore, ‘شفع’ (couple), ‘اثنان’ (two) and ‘قمران’ are 

not muthanna because the first does not have those additional letters; the ‘ان’ are 

not removable from the second and ‘قمران’ refers to the sun and the moon, not 

two moons.
