The definition of maqgsoor: The mu’rab noun which ends with a permanent alif.
Therefore, words like ‘2,3 (which is a verb), 13" (which is mabni) and ‘Oluy

(dual in the state of raf’, the alif of which is not permanent) are excluded.

The definition of manqoos: The mu’rab noun which ends with a permanent yaa

proceeded by a kasra.

Therefore, words like ‘.¢)" (which is a verb), ‘s (which is mabni) and ‘(25312’ (in

which yaa’is preceded by sukoon) are excluded.

There are only few nouns which have a ‘s’ preceded by a damma, such as some
mabni words like ‘3-#". There are only the-six-nouns among the mu’rab words

which have it in the state of raf, such as ‘s in ‘041 <>,
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
