Pronouns:
o) Apparent:

=  attached (J«ais)
= detached (J+atw)

o Concealed:
= necessarily hidden
= optionally hidden
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Concealed pronouns:
o necessarily hidden - cannot be replaced by an apparent noun

o optionally hidden - can be replaced by an apparent noun

Four examples of necessarily hidden pronouns:
1. “(&30) Jasl, the pronoun which is not allowed to be displayed and a noun

cannot replace it, so it cannot be said: ’3::) J=8V’, It is possible to say (EST Jasl
only to emphasize the hidden pronoun.

2. ‘(U) 3819 ... it is possible to say ‘Ul 33lsi” only for emphasis.

3. (&) s L.

4, (&) S .

The pronouns are optionally hidden in the third person verbs such as ‘¢s&’; so,
one can say ‘¢sa &y’ and ‘ol 9 92 poay Ly,
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
