Conjunctive Prepositions:

1. ‘07, followed by a conjugatable verb, such as
ol > Wpboloeduze’ > replaceable by ‘) pld oo ums’
SHlae > ’jgj P ol O oo Crasms’ -> replaceable by ‘&) pLd (o Czxs’
oD ‘a8 o ad) & al, > replaceable by ‘debds 4] & &V
2. ‘57, followed by its noun and predicate; example:
“(35@@35 O oy Eume” - replaceable by ‘W) pLd (o s’
"LJ55T BT oSy o ol —  replaceable by ‘W3l 0gaSs o o7

When ‘& comes as ‘F, its noun gets omitted, such as in
‘ol 081 18 06SH O s O 9’ (When the verb is not conjugatable).

3. ‘S, followed only by a mudari’ verb, such as ‘T.) ‘a)& S Ea
4. ‘W’, adverbial or not, followed by:
a. ‘ol > ikl Cwd b Sl VY
(laie CSalgs buke Semso! V)
b. ‘plas’ S ek b Sl VY
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C. ‘Auowdl Aozl SR8 ool Y

Many a time, ‘&’ comes before a mudari’ that is negative by ‘eJ, such as
‘T..\p s o b Souo! Y,
5. ‘sV, followed by past/present tense verb, such as ’33) poda/pB ol &3y,

The difference between the conjunctive nouns and the conjunctive prepositions
is that the prepositions are replaceable by infinitives; such as:
‘o3 OF G339’ - Sald Gaay
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
