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‘&Y is like ‘L’ (in keeping the same form)
while its clause begins with an omitted (yet assumed) pronoun

An example:
SCELYSIEVSS
I admire the one who is standing

There are three alternative statuses for ‘/":
1. ‘" is added and the pronoun is mentioned, such as in

058 58 0l G
‘s and the pronoun are both omitted, such as in Nt (ST ouemny’
3. ‘s is not added but the pronoun is mentioned, such as in
‘036 5 (6T umns
4, ‘" is added but the pronoun is not mentioned, such as in
‘@6 0l umn’
In the first three forms, ‘" is mu’rab but it is mabni upon damm in the fourth.
An example of the fourth status in Qur’an:
69/aye s a3 Je JAT a8l dns IF e S50 &y
“Then from every group We shall draw whichever of them was more defiant
towards the All-beneficent.”
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
