replace the ‘ »3’ and the ‘42’ cannot be the ‘liw’; such as in '?f{gj ol g0l pSléT'

In ‘qjgj ol gl p.‘»@i’, the statement would not be complete without ‘w)’ to which the
pronoun ‘lg! refers. Therefore, ‘)" is a delayed ‘I’ and ‘@31’ is an early ‘5.

Also, in ‘A Yy R 3::)' W’, ‘acl®’ is not a ‘(a—we4ll luiwll” because its ‘Jel&’ is an
assumed connected pronoun.
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
