The correct recitation is that Allah is the Mafool and Ulama are the Fa’il, 

meaning that, amongst His servants only the Ulama fear Allah.  

Whereas if Allah was the fa’il and Ulama was the Mafool, then the meaning 

would have been, “Allah only fears the Ulama from his servants...” which is 

obviously wrong.
